XI. TERMS OF GRANT:

The remainder of the grant funds shall be remitted to the applicant or to the applicant's designee upon the submission of a six-month interim progress report by the applicant.  Within 30 days of the end of the grant period specified in section VI above, the applicant shall submit to the ADLM a full written report of research conducted under the grant, including a description of methodology and research findings and a complete accounting of the expenditure of grant funds.  If results of this research are published in any format, e.g., journal articles, poster presentation, etc., it is agreed that there will be an accompanying notice that the research was supported by an ADLM Research Grant.  All grant funds unexpended at the end of the grant period shall revert to the ADLM.

If the applicant changes organizations before the second half of the grant funds are released, but is continuing the research at the new organization, then the second half of the grant will be remitted to either the applicant or to the applicant's designated research project administrator.  A W-9 form from the new organization must be received by ADLM before the funds are released.  However, if the research will not be continued at the applicant’s new organization, then no second payment will be issued and any unexpended funds must be returned to ADLM by the applicant or the applicant's designated research project administrator from the original organization.
